Good Standing, and have a term GPA which is at least 3.50 (Academic
Excellence) or 3.75 (Academic Distinction);

Have a history of volunteer work or community service participation;
Have two letters of recommendation, with at least one from a Butte
College Faculty member; and

A typed statement (not to exceed 250 words) describing the student’s
volunteer work or community service participation and how it
enhanced his/her educational experience.

College transcripts and the two letters of recommendation will be required to be
submitted with the completed application, to the Office of the Butte College Foundation.
Eligible applicants will be invited to an interview in order to elaborate on their
application materials.
